Entries:  Open to artists 18 years and older from Cowlitz, Clark, Wahkiakum, Lewis 
& Pacific Counties in Washington and Clatsop and Columbia Counties in Oregon. 

 
Must be your original work, two dimensional, completed in past two years and not entered in a 
Previous Columbian Artists Spring Show.  ALL ENTRIES MUST BE AVAILABLE FOR 
PURCHASE. 
 
Media accepted are Oils, Watercolors, Acrylics (if on canvas will be oil category, if under glass, 
will be watercolor category), Mixed Media includes pastels, pen/pencil, hand pulled prints, 
collages, and mixed media.  NOT ACCEPTED:  COPIES, COPYSHOP, COMPUTER, OR GICLE 
PRINTS, CRAFTS, OFFENSIVE OR WET WORK. 
 
Artists may enter a total of 4 pieces, each piece not to exceed 40" horizontal or vertical, 
including frame.  Entries must be properly wired for hanging.  NO saw-tooth hangers or clip 
frames. Gallery wrap canvas is accepted. 
 
ENTRY FEE:  NON-MEMBERS $15.00 each piece.  MEMBERS $10.00 each piece. 
 
All entries will be Judged/juried.  Artists will be notified by telephone on Tuesday, 
March 23 if work is NOT accepted.  Arrangements must be made at this time to pick up 
all unaccepted art work. 
 
Entry fees are non-refundable.  A commission of 25% will be charged for each piece sold-payable 
to Columbian Art Association.  Sponsor purchase awards are exempt from commission.  Artists 
are responsible for any sales tax collected on the sale of their work. 
 
Cash awards are given in each category.  Additional awards include a CAA Memorial Award, 
Sponsor Awards, and the Cody Memorial Award (Peoples’ Choice). 
 
All work must be picked up at shows end, Friday, April 2, 3:30-5 pm. ( GALLERY IS LOCKED 
AT 5:00PM), or MONDAY, APRIL 6, 10AM-12 NOON.  The Columbian Artists Association and 
LCC Gallery assumes no responsibility in case of loss or damage.  However, every precaution 
will be taken to protect the entries.
